
Gallery opened on Peachtree Road in Buckhead in December 2007.  The 26-story 

high-rise of 203 homes is located at the corner of Peachtree and Rumson Roads 

and is Novare’s third development in the Buckhead neighborhood.  

John Schaffner, who, along with his wife, was the first resident to move into 

Gallery, did the honors at a ceremonial ribbon-cutting.  Schaffner is a veteran 

Atlanta journalist and editor of two local newspapers.  In speaking of their new 

home at Gallery, he said, “My wife Karen and I felt somewhat like ‘urban pioneers,’ 

being the first residents to close on our condominium home and then move in time 

for the hectic holidays. We also were the first to make use of the guest suites for 

family visiting.  The Gallery staff went out of their way to work everything out and 

make us feel we made the right choice for our new home.”  

Homes at Gallery have distinctive contemporary architecture and rich amenities 

that include floor-to-ceiling glass, granite countertops, 10-foot ceilings, ultra-

high-speed Internet access, reserved parking, 24-hour concierge and upscale 

fitness and social centers.  But they also boast larger floorplans—an average 

of 1,700 square feet—and are augmented with such features as traditional 

foyers, increased storage, fine cabinetry, chef-quality appliances and expanded 

hardwood and ceramic flooring.  The community amenities include guest suites, 

which residents can reserve when they want to extend overnight hospitality to 

friends or family.  When they want to visit with their fellow residents or simply 

relax outside their own homes, residents can choose between a ground-floor 

clubroom with library setting or a clubroom on the amenity-terrace level, which 

is designed as a contemporary living-room setting and also features a catering 

kitchen for entertaining and separate media room.  The amenity terrace features 

a large swimming pool and Wi-Fi as well as a full-sized tennis court.  And how 

could a residence named Gallery be complete without—an art gallery?  Located 

just off the lobby, where residents and visitors alike can enjoy it, is design space 

where works from local art establishments Bill Lowe Gallery, Marcia Wood Gallery, 

Mason-Murer Fine art, and TEW Galleries will be displayed on a rotating basis.  

Gallery’s location on the edge of the beautiful Garden Hills neighborhood makes 

Buckhead itself one of its prime amenities.  All that Buckhead has in dining, 

shopping and entertainment is a short walk away.  Prices for homes at Gallery 

range from the $400,000s to near $1 million, yet it offers homeowners design, 

amenities and lifestyle found elsewhere in Buckhead at far higher price points.  

Unlike the core Novare demographic group, homes at Gallery in general appeal 

to mature singles and couples, young professional couples and empty nesters.  

A new sales center recently opened on the ground floor.  The community is 

managed by Novare Management.  

Development partner with Novare Group on Gallery is Coro Realty Advisors of 

Atlanta.  Gallery was designed by a collaboration of two nationally-recognized, 

award-winning Atlanta firms—architectural firm Smallwood, Reynolds, Stewart, 

Stewart & Associates and residential designer William T. Baker.  General

As we closed out the year 2007, Novare Group found itself busy with several building openings.  In November, we opened Avenue, our 

386-residence high-rise community in Uptown Charlotte, one of the Southeast’s most vibrant central-city neighborhoods.  Closings have 

gone exceptionally well, and the first of the ultimately 500 residents are enjoying life in one of our finest buildings.  A short distance away, 

construction continues on pace at Catalyst, our second Uptown residential development, which is set to open in early 2009.  On the same 

5.2-acre site, we will build a TWELVE® Hotel & Residences, as well as a 15-floor office tower of approximately 350,000 square feet joint-

ventured with Trinity Partners, a highly respected and successful Charlotte based office development firm.  440 South Church will be our first 

office development built from the ground up, and we expect to announce a start of construction by mid-year.

In Atlanta, Gallery opened its doors to the first residents in December.  This upscale community of 203 residences is located on Peachtree 

Road in a prime Buckhead neighborhood.  Gallery offers sweeping views of the Downtown Atlanta skyline and Buckhead, large floorplans, 

upgraded finishes, and, of course, an art gallery on the lobby level.  While we will continue to build homes for our core younger demographic 

group of 25- to 40-year-old first-time homebuyers, we are pleased to also be able to offer homes that appeal to the young at heart.

TWELVE Centennial Park, which opened in August, had barely begun operations when it was honored with a prestigious regional award, The 

Atlanta Regional Commission’s 2008 Development of Excellence Award.  We were pleased to have this important local agency underscore 

what we already knew:  that TWELVE Centennial Park is helping to transform what was formerly a business and industrial district into a 

neighborhood.  We also were gratified to read rave reviews for ROOM, TWELVE Centennial Park’s popular hotel restaurant, which joins its 

sister restaurant, Lobby at TWELVE Atlantic Station, in becoming two of the city’s most sought-after dining locations.  

As you can see from this newsletter, our construction and development teams are busy.  Viewpoint, which will open mid-year, has topped out 

and is a beautifully imposing building on the Midtown Atlanta skyline.  Encore in Nashville is ahead of schedule for delivery, and first closings 

are set to begin in March.  This spring in Austin, 360 will open, and we especially look forward to a completion in a fifth market with 100% 

of the homes there currently under contract.  

2008 will be sure to bring both opportunities and challenges, and we will continue to embrace both of these with excitement, dedication, 

purpose, and gratitude to our friends and associates.

The “up” in Uptown Charlotte was recently underscored, when Avenue, 

Novare Group’s stunning new condominium tower in the Queen City, opened 

to residents.  A grand-opening celebration held in early November was kicked 

off with Catherine Wu, the first homeowner to move in, cutting a ceremonial 

ribbon to mark the occasion.  Homeowners, along with representatives 

from Novare Group and the local business community, toured the 36-story 

building, which is now Charlotte’s tallest residence—so tall, in fact, that on 

clear days Grandfather Mountain, a Blue-Ridge-Mountains peak more than 

100 miles away, can be seen from its upper floors.

“The urban lifestyle has fully arrived in Charlotte,” said Tony Skillbeck, 

president of Novare Carolinas Development. “Avenue residents will be able 

to take advantage of all that is here and coming to our great city.”

Living at the corner of 5th and Church streets, they are steps away from the 

commerce, culture and nightlife of Uptown Charlotte.  But residents may not 

want to leave home very often, because of the numerous amenities available 

to them, such as a health-club-quality fitness center with aerobic and weight 

areas overlooking Uptown, resort-style pool deck with outdoor living room 

and fireplace, and poolside clubroom with high-definition plasma TV’s, 

Internet stations, a working bar and comfortable seating. Residents also 

experience the convenience of 24/7 concierge service, controlled access 

and reserved parking.  

Designed by architectural firm Smallwood, Reynolds, Stewart, Stewart & 

Associates of Atlanta and constructed by R. J. Griffin & Company, Avenue 

was 100% sold several months prior to its completion.  By year-end, 241 

homes had closed, and nearly 200 residents were ensconced at their new 

address.  The closing process will continue into 2008 and is expected to 

be complete during the first quarter.  The approximately 500 residents who 

will ultimately call Avenue home are bringing increased vitality to one of the 

Southeast’s most vibrant downtowns.  

This vibrancy is part of the reason that Novare Group will continue to develop 

in the largest city in the Carolinas.  A few blocks away on the south side of 

Church Street, Novare’s second Charlotte development, Catalyst, is rising 

toward completion in 2009.  The 27-story condominium will comprise 462 

one- and two-bedroom homes and 20,000 square feet of retail.  Development 

plans for the site also include a 15,000-square-foot office tower that Novare 

Group will develop in partnership with Trinity Capital Partners.  More 

information on Catalyst can be found at www.catalystcharlotte.com.

Novare Opens Avenue, First 
Charlotte Development

Avenue is Novare Group’s first development in Charlotte.



Topping-out ceremonies were held in November for two Novare Group projects that both 

broke ground in May 2006.  At 36 stories in the heart of Atlanta’s Midtown Mile, Viewpoint 

features 383 homes on a two-acre site, which additionally boasts 50,000 square feet of 

street-level retail and restaurant space.  This new neighbor to Metropolis and Spire was 

designed by The Preston Partnership and constructed by RJ Griffin & Company.  Closings 

and move-ins are expected to begin in spring 2008.

A topping-out ceremony was also held in November for 360, Novare’s first project in Austin.  

The event culminated with the raising of a Texas live oak tree to the top of the building, 

which is now one of the tallest structures in Central Texas.  The 44-story condominium 

tower, co-developed with Austin-based Andrews Urban, LLC, will feature 430 residences 

and approximately 14,500 square feet of street-level retail space. Exterior glass is nearly 

complete, and all units are currently under contract.  The 567-foot-tall tower is scheduled 

for completion in May of this year.

Since its founding, Novare Group has been a proponent of the urban experience, and its 

developments have been in the forefront of the return to the city, which has been such an 

influential demographic force during the past decade.  PEDS, a member-based organization 

dedicated to making metro Atlanta safe and accessible for all pedestrians, recently 

recognized these efforts by awarding Novare Group its Golden Shoe Award.  The Golden 

Shoe is awarded annually to people, projects and places that have contributed significantly 

toward making Atlanta safer and more accessible for people on foot.  At the eighth annual 

awards ceremony held in fall 2007, Novare Group was recognized for its overall dedication 

to walkable communities, with special recognition for design at Viewpoint, Novare’s 

development under construction in Midtown Atlanta.

360 in Austin is 100% under contract.  The construction 

crane at the building, which is almost completely glassed 

in, will be taken down in early 2008.  The punch/

acceptance process has started for the residential units 

and will gain momentum through January, progressing 

at approximately one floor per week. 

By the end of February, the tower structure of  

The Atlantic will reach the 19th floor, and the deck 

structure is expected to be topped out at the 5th floor.  

The Atlantic will once again be a co-sponsor of the 

Atlanta Wine Auction in March, with proceeds to benefit 

the High Museum of Art.

Closings at Avenue in Charlotte began last fall at 

an impressive pace, with a total of 241 units closed 

between October 29 and the end of the year.  A grand 

opening celebration was held in November. 

At Catalyst in Charlotte, construction is progressing on 

track.  General Contractor Bovis is scheduled to pour 

the elevated slab for Level 10 by the end of January.  

Construction of stand-alone parking will begin by the 

end of February.

The temporary certificate of occupancy (TCO) has 

been received for Encore, Novare’s second project in 

Nashville.  New resident walk-throughs will commence 

at the beginning of February, with the first closings slated 

for the last week of that month.

The new sales lounge at TWELVE Centennial Park, 

located in a street-level retail space on West Peachtree 

Street in Atlanta, opened in December and features 

several high-tech touches.  Decorated models are 

available for tours in the building.

The buckhoist construction elevators at Viewpoint 
in Midtown Atlanta are currently being removed, and 

two of the interior elevators are now functioning.  Unit 

acceptances from the general contractor are expected 

to be completed up to the 20th floor by the end of 

January.  Glass has been installed on the second level 

of the Peachtree Street retail space.

At Element in Tampa, glass installation has begun on 

the parking-deck residential units.  The last level of the 

parking deck has been poured, and the first slab of 

the residential tower is in place.  The amenity deck is 

expected to be poured in January.

3630 Peachtree, located in Buckhead, now has three 

tower cranes.  The third elevated slab was poured  

in January, and glass installation is scheduled to 

begin in March.  Finish selections for the residences  

are ongoing.
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
